I have had people visiting Urayasu City ask me, “Where does the road Tekko Dori 
run through?” While I always answer that Tekko Dori is the name of a neighborhood 
and not a road, it does feel a bit strange as a neighborhood name (since “dori” means 
road in Japanese).

During Japan’s economic miracle in the mid-1950s, there was a restriction placed 
on large trucks in Tokyo in response to worsening traffic conditions due to an 
increase in the number of automobiles. This caused steel distribution companies in 
Tokyo to seek a new location, and many chose Urayasu, which was about to gain 
more land from landfill projects. 

At the time, Urayasu’s fishing industry was defunct due to water pollution, and 
being able to bring in an industry that does not produce smoke pollution or liquid 
waste was great in terms of local development. 

In light of this situation, Urayasu’s land reclamation project was initiated with the 
purpose of creating three areas—a residential area, a park area, and a hub for steel 
distribution. Since the first company moved to Urayasu in 1968, the Urayasu Tekko 
Danchi Industrial Park was developed in Tekko Dori and the bay area.

While the name Tekko Danchi was also considered for the neighborhood name 

instead of Tekko Dori, the administration 
at the time did not want the area to be 
associated with a certain meaning of 
danchi (which may denote an area with 
residential complexes), so following 
overseas naming conventions, dori (which 
means road or avenue) was used.

Currently, the Urayasu Tekko Danchi Industrial Park consists of 270 offices of 176 
companies, and employs 4,154 people (of which 1,040 are Urayasu City residents). 
Nicknamed the Department Store of Iron, the entity as a whole handles around 4.5 
million tons of steel annually, and is one of Japan’s largest steel distribution hubs.

Additionally, the Yu-Yu Carnival, held every other year by U-ing—the 
organization of young business operators of Urayasu Tekko Danchi—has established 
roots as a local event. This year it was held on Sunday, October 14.

The steel distribution industry, which evolves daily while aiming for symbiosis 
with the community, has now become an important local industry for Urayasu City. 
This rightfully makes Urayasu City one of Japan’s leading steel cities.
