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PREDICTED FLOOD DISASTER MAP

Urayasu City has been hit many times in the past by
flood disaster, for example, by high tide resulting
from typhoon. When severe thunderstorms occur,
the amount of rain exceeds the drainage capability
of sewer. The water in a sewer then floods.
Numerous flood control measures have been carried
forward in order to solve this problem, such as
constructions of embankment and drainage works.

This map shows predicted disaster areas and their
extent when flood occurs. The emergency shelter
areas are also shown here, The map is useful at
times when refuge is repuired. In September 2000,
The Nagoya Local Meteorological Observatory
(Tokai City, Aichi) has conducted an observation of
severe rain where the maximum rainfall was 114mm
per hour. The map reflects the situation when this
condition supposedly occurs in Urayasu, when water
overflows from a sewer drainage pipe.

It does not necessarily mean that flood disaster
occurs whenever there is sever rain. The depth of
flood may differ as well. However, let us prepare for
emergency and check the shelter areas at all times.
In addition, when such emergency arises, please
follow the directions of the city.
